●​ Discuss his techniques, colour and materials  

and recreate a piece of artwork in a similar style 
●​ Evaluate own work and compare it with the work 

of others. 
●​ Introduce colour mixing - secondary colours 

 

Music - Dancing and Drawing to Nautilus 
●​ Perform actions to music, reinforcing a sense of 

beat. 
●​ Create art work, drawing freely and 

imaginatively in response to a piece of music.

●​ Create rhythm patterns, sequencing them, and 
‘fixing’ them as compositions using simple 
notation.
