Rothbury First School PE & Sports Premium Report

The Government provides £150 million per year to schools to spend on improving the quality of sport and PE for all children. The funding is
ring-fenced and can only be spent on PE and sport provision in schools. Rothbury First School has used this funding to ensure that all pupils have
access to high quality PE, appropriate sporting competition and opportunities to lead a healthy and active lifestyle.

2023-24 Planned PE and Sports Premium Expenditure

Under the Primary PE and Sport funding initiative, in 2023/24 we will receive £16,000 to support PE and sport in our school. The impact of the
funding must be considered in terms of these 5 key indicators. Also included is a carry over of £5,000 from 2022-23 academic year. Our total
expenditure for 2023-24 totals £21,000
